


























4. Users are limited to 30 minutes per cardiovascular machine, during peak
hours.

5. Please be courteous and allow others to use equipment/machines betweer
sets.

6. Shirts and appropriate athletic attire are required at all times. No pants or
shorts with metal rivets.

7. No sandals or open-toed shoes are allowed.

8. Only non-glass, re-sealable drink containers are allowed in the room.

9. Equipment must be wiped off after each use with paper towels and disin-
fectant.

10. Do not drop or slam weights.

11. No food in the Weight Room.

Locker Room Rules

1. Appropriate behavior must be maintained at all times. No horseplay or
rough-housing will be tolerated. Safety will always be the primary concern.
2. Diapers must be disposed of in the locker room trash can.

3. Members are encouraged to secure personal belongings in the lockers
provided. The Brushy Creek Community Center will provide a lock available
in the Fitness Office. Private locks must be removed by the end of the day
or they may be removed by the staff. Any personal items left in the lockel
room area will be placed in the lost and found, unless ownership can be
determined.

4. Patrons are encouraged to wear shower shoes in the locker room.

5. The BC Community Center is not responsible for lost or stolen property.

Racquetball Court Rules

1. Athletic shoes with non-marking soles must be worn at all times. Socks
or bare feet are not allowed.

2. Courts are to be used for racquetball, handball, squash, or wallyball.

3. Patronmustbe 16 yearsofage oroldertobe allowed onthe courts unsuper-:
vised, unless patronis with a parentor is with a sibling 16 years of age or older
4. Reservations may be made in person or by phone, and may be made ug
to 48 hours in advance.

5. Members may make one (1) reservation per day and only in their owr
name. Guests are allowed, but must pay the applicable fee and be accom:-
panied at all times by the member.

6. Members should arrive within ten (10) minutes of the reservation or risk &
loss of their reservation. Players who are waiting will have priority for oper
courts over players coming off a court.

7. Members with a reservation must sign in at the Recreation Services desk
to claim their court.

8. Members who fail to utilize their reservations or no show may be subjec
to a suspension of their playing privileges.

9. Anyone on court must wear proper eye protection at all times.

10. Brushy Creek Community Center scheduled programs and events wil
take priority over individual court reservations and open play.

11. Players must sign in on the challenge court sheet provided. Winning
player or players maintain their spot on the court and will play the next chal-
lenger on the list.

12. Maximum of 4 players on court for racquetball at any time.
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
