Sendero Pool Debt Service Payment

BACKGROUND:

The District owes Hyland $224,317.87 for the Sendero Pool. Of this amount,
$126,763.32 is interest earning principal that is scheduled to be paid in January 2009.
The District can save approximately $1,000 in interest if the principal payment is made in
October.

The final interest bearing debt payment is included in the FY2009 budget.

The debt to Highland Resources for the purchase of the Sendero Pool was incurred at the
start of FY 2004-2005 for a total principal amount of $1,131,594. The debt payments are
in two forms. Principal of $633,816 is to be repaid as a simple loan with annual principal
payments of $126,763 plus interest. Principal amount of $497,778 is to be repaid using
the Builders Park fee revenue from the Sendero Springs development.

Approve Interlocal Agreement between BCMUD and Round Rock ISD for use of
facilities

BACKGROUND: Cedar Valley Middle School has requested use of Brushy Creek
Community Center Gymnasium (exhibit A) and the District has requested use of Cedar
Valley Middle School Gymnasium & Track (exhibit B). An Interlocal agreement has
been submitted for Board approval. The stated use of our facility does not interfere with
Residents’ usage or the District’s programs. This agreement is identical in scope to the
agreement approved by the Board last year. This item was on the September 11 Agenda
and staff was directed to make changes to the contract and include it in the September
25" Board packet.

FINANCIAL: The agreement allows the District and the School mutual use of facilities.
No money will be exchanged.

LEGAL.: Legal Counsel made the changes to the agreement.

RECOMMENDATION: Approve the 08/09 Interlocal agreement between RRISD and
BCMUD.

COMMITTEE PARTICIPATION: The CCAC did not review this agreement;

Since the scope has not
changed, staff did not consult the committee again.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
Rounp ROCK INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT
AND
Brusny CREEK MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT
2608 - 2009

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT ("Agreement") between Round Rock Independent
School District {hereinafter "RRISD") and Brushy Creek Municipal Utility District (hereinafter
"BCMUD") is executed for the purpose of making certain facilities owned and operated by
each party available to the other party.

Recitals

WHEREAS, RRISD owns and operates the Cedar Valley Middle School Campus to
service students;

WHEREAS, BCMUD owns and operates the Brushy Creek Community Center for
various purposes including meeting the park and recreational needs of its residents;

WHEREAS, RRISD desires to utilize gne baskethall court within the Brushy Creek
Coemmunity Center gymnasium from time to time for purposes related to servicing its students,
and BCMUD desires to utilize to-use-the Cedar Valley Middle School Campus gymnasium and
track from time to time to meet the recreational needs of its residents; and

WHEREAS, RRISD and BCMUD desire to enter into this Agreement in order to set
forth the terms and conditions pursuant to which they shall make their respective gymnasium
and track facilities available to each other from time to time.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, and
for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, the Parties covenant and agree as follows:

Agreement

1. AUTHORITY.

This Agreement is entered into between the parties hereto pursuant to the authority
contained in the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Government Code Sections 791.001 et
seq. The relevant provisions of Chapter 791 of the Government Code are incorporated
in this Agreement, and this Agreement shall be interpreted in accordance with this Act.

FACILITIES.

21 BCMUD agrees to make Sysm#lone basketball courts located within the
Community Center available to RRISD during the dates and timeframes set forth in
Exhibit “A™ attached hereto. No paymeunt shall be made by RRISD for such unse.

2.2 RRISD agrees to make available its gymnasium and track at the Cedar Valley
Middle School to BCMUD during the dates and timeframes set forth in Exhibit “B”






attached hereto. No payment shall be made by BCMUD for such use.
INITIAL TERM; RENEWAL; TERMINATION

3.1 This Agreement will remain in full force and effect for one vear from the date
of its execution, or until cancelied in writing prior thereto by written notice of one of
the parties to the other party. In accordance with the Interlocal Cooperation Act, this
Agreement may be renewed annually by written agreement of the Parties.

ASSIGNMENT; SUBCONTRACT; NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFICIARIES

This Agreement is entered into for the sole benefit of the Parties, Nothing in this
Agreement shall be construed as conferring any rights, benefits, remedies or claim
upon any persons, firm, corporation or other entity. Neither Party may assign its rights
under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the other Party.

DEFAULT AND REMEDIES

5.1 If either Party fails to perform as reqnired by any provision hereunder, and
continues in such failure for fifieen (15) days after written notice has been sent by the
other Party, the Party that fails to perform shall be deemed in default under this
Agreement.

5.2 In the event of default, non-defaniting Party has the right to immediately
terminate this Agreement. Each and all of the rights and remedies hereunder are
cumnulative to and not in lieu of each and every other such right and remedy and-every
atherright-and-remedy-afforded by law and equity.

3.3  All payments made pursuant to this Agreement, if any, shall be made from
current revenues available to the paying party.

NOTICES

Any notice or demand required or permitted to be made hereunder shall be made by
certified or registered mail to the addresses set out herein and shall be deemed received
on the second business day after deposit in the U.S. mail. Either party may from time
to time designate any other address for this purpose by written notice to the other party.

AMENDMENT; NO WAIVER; SEPARABILITY

Amendments to or modification of this Agreement, if any, shall be in writing and
signed by authorized representatives of the parties. Lack of enforcement of any right
under this Agreement by either party shall not constitute a waiver of that right or any
other in the future. The terms and conditions of this Agreement supersede all other
agreements, written or oral, between the parties regarding the subject of this
Agreement. Should a court of competent jurisdiction find any paréyterm or provision
of this Agreement invalid or unlawful, the remainder of this Agreement shall remain in
fuil force and effect, consistent with the original intent of the parties. This Agreement
shall be construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of Texas.



8. NO ORAIL. AGREEMENTS.

The parties agree that this Agreement and the attachments and exhibits contains all
representations, understandings, contracts and agreements between the parties
regarding the subject matter of this Agreement and any other writings, understandings,
oral representations or contracts shall be deemed to be terminated, void and

ineffective.

9. APPLICABLE LAW.
